Phonology
1.  Finegan, Exercise 4-9 Fijian (pp. 132-133).  Follow instructions in the book.  As you work with the data, remember to: (a) organize the data, and (b) determine the relationship between each possible pairing of sounds.  I.e., compare [d] and [t]; [d] and [nd]; and [t] and [nd].  Your solution has to work all the way around.

2.  Finegan, Exercise 4-10, Parts (a) and (b) only.  Tongan (p. 133).  

3.  Finegan, Exercise 7-4 (pp. 249).  First carefully read the assigned pages on phonological typology from Chapter 7 (pp. 221-224).  For the exercise, follow the instructions in your book.

Parts of Speech & Morphology
4.  Finegan, Exercise 2-1 (p. 64).  Follow instructions in your book.
5.  Finegan, Exercise 2-3 (p. 70).  Do parts (a) and (b) only, and only for the second column of data.
For part (a), consider the words as whole units, and assign each one of the following parts of speech:  N (noun), V (verb), Adj (adjective), Adv (adverb), Prep (preposition), Pro (pronoun), Det (determiner).  Additionally, justify your decision about the part of speech of each word, using the kinds of criteria that Finegan discusses on pages 36-41.

For part (b), just divide the words into their morphemes as in the following example: untidiness:  un- tidy - ness.    Discuss any problematic examples.
