Health Care Career: ​​​​ Polysomnographic Technologist 
Polysomnographic technologists perform sleep tests to help diagnose and treat sleep disorders. 

The technologist monitors brain waves, eye movements, breathing variables, and blood-oxygen levels using recording equipment. Polysomnographic technologists have been known to work in several different settings such as management and marketing, product support, and patient education in regards to sleep hygiene. They also work in sleep clinics associated with hospitals or freestanding offices. Those interested in becoming a Polysomnographic Technologist go through training in “computer science; physical and life sciences, such as chemistry, anatomy, and physiology; and mathematics, including algebra, trigonometry, and statistics” (http://www.bls.gov/opub/ooq/2006/spring/yawhat.pdf). It is recommended that technologists earn an associate’s degree with an emphasis in polysomnography. According to the American Medical Association, “salaries and benefits are competitive with other allied health professions” ( http://www.ama-assn.org/ama1/pub/upload/mm/40/polytech0809.pdf).
