OHSU will be holding their 2nd annual Dive into Dentistry student-and-dentist run event. Students will have the opportunity to learn how to use high-speed headpieces on tooth models, fill amalgam, how to cast a crown, and perform dental cleanings. Perfusionist
A perfusionist is a professional who operates extracorporeal circulation equipment during medical situations in which a patient’s circulatory or respiratory functions need to be replaced. A perfusionist is a member of the open heart surgical team and is responsible for the heart-lung machine. The heart-lung machine helps divert and circulate the blood outside of the body while the heart is immobilized during a procedure. Perfusionists primarily work in the operating rooms of hospitals during cardiac surgeries and are most generally employed by hospitals or independent group practices. Although most procedures occur during regular weekly work hours, perfusionists are considered critical members of the clinical teams and are required to take calls and be available for emergency procedures, which may occur at any time. The beginning salary for perfusionists is between $ 60,000-$75,000 and can go up to $100,000. Most perfusionist programs last from 1-4 years depending on the program design, objectives and student qualifications.
