1. Exercise 5.3 Kannada, from T. Payne pp. 145-146.   In addition to parts A and B, also do:

C. Provide a Lexicon of roots with indication of parts of speech (“syntactic categories” at the word level), and any subcategories necessary.
D. Discuss any allomorphs that may occur in the data, and provide any Morphophonemic rules necessary to account for them.
2.  Exercise 5.6 Kiowa, from T. Payne pp. 147-148.  Follow directions in the book.
Notes about the Kiowa data:
a) In item (11), the raised dot in the middle of the word should be replaced with ː (i.e. the IPA symbol for a long vowel).  
b) Whenever you see the sequence “kh” in the data, it represents an aspirated “k” and is not a sequence of two consonants.  Rewrite it as “kʰ”.
c) In contrast, whenever you see “th” in the data, it is NOT an aspirated consonant, but a sequence of two separate consonants.
There are no other typos in the data!

b) Make your phrase structure rules account for the data in items (1-20) plus (28-31).

As a working procedure, I suggest you try to lay out a work chart of all the data, sorting the data from each item into columns, similar to a position class chart – though of course here we are dealing with separate words rather than morphemes within a word.
