LOCATION/DIRECTIONS

MEDICAL FORMS and MEDICINE POLICY

Parents: Complete and sign the enclosed MEDICAL RELEASE FORM. This will allow us to
provide yaur child with proper medical attention during camp should he/she requirkig.is
extremely important, and your child will not be permitted to attend camp without this completed
form. You may either mail this form to the camp office prior to camgrioglit with you to
registration.

If you require medication, it is vital that you inform your Camp Counselor of your needs on this form
and discuss them with him/her at the time of Registration.

CAMP RULES & REGULATIONS

Read through the enclosed copyoaf CAMP RULES & REGULATIONS. It is mandatory that

you understand these rules and agree to abide by them before you come to camp. Remember to sic
the portion of the Medical Release form that relates to these rules.

PARKING
Parking permits are not reged in the Northwest Christian University lots, but overnight parking
there is prohibited.

We recommend that campers who will be staying in the Residence Halislaling their car to

camp. Please have a parent drop you off on the first day of calrgcknyou up when camp
concludes. However, if this is impossible, or if you are a commuter, you may request a parking
permit for UO lot when you register on Sunday. You will need to pay $5.00 per day per vehicle.
This permit will be valid for parkingtdot 34Eonly (this is near the Residence Halls). Parking permits
are not valid at any parking meteif.you are a Resident Camper staying in the Residence Hall

but are bringing your car, you will not be able to use it during camp. Your keys must be

turned in to your camp counselor on the first day of camp. They will be returned to you when
camp concludes.

PLACEMENT AUDITION

After you have completed registration, report to your assigned room (assignments will be posted in
the Administration BuildingtaNWCU) for a short placement audition. Be prepared to play a

portion of a jazz solo or etude. We will also ask you to try your hand at improvising and to play a
few scales. Drummers will be asked to play basic swing, rock, and Latin beats, asaveltiasle
foursO. DONOT WORRY! If youOve never improvised or are unfamiliar with basic beats, then this
the camp for you. EVERYONE is here to learn. The purpose of the audition is to place you in a
combo with other campers of similar skill.

WHEN TO ARRIVE

Camp Registration/Chedk will begin onSunday, July 20, at 3:00 p.m. in the Administration
Building at NWCU. Signs with room numbers will be posted inside the building when you arrive.
Registration will continue until approximately 5:00 p.fhe first fulkcamp meeting will begin
promptly at 5:15pm.



REGISTRATION PROCESS

Please arrive as early as possible in order to leave time for all of the following steps that you will nee
to complete between 3:00 and 5:00pm.

[ Checkln at the Welcome Ram in the Administration Building at Northwest Christian
University. There will be two lines for registration, based on last narvle: MxZ.

[ Your tuition will already have been paid, but you will have the opportunity to place a last
minute order for phims, CDs, parking permits, etc.

[ Turn in Medical Form and review it with Staff.
[ Pick up your tshirt if you have prerdered one.

[ Find your assigned audition room and sign up for a time. Complete your placement audition
at the time/place you signed tqo.

[ Take a brief music theory placement exam.

[ Go to Hamilton Complex for Dorm Cheak Sign in for your room and pick up your room
key and meal cardt.ou must complete your camp registration process at NWCC before
checking in at the dormROOMMATE REQUESTS: If you have not already requested a
specific roommate, call Kim at 54346-2138 and leave a message with your name and your
roommateOs name BEFORE June 30. Roommate requests cannot be accommodated after .
30.

Time Management Note: Camp Registration, Auditions, and Residence Hall check-in
(including moving into your dorm room) will all occur simultaneously. You should plan for
the Registration process to take anywhere from 10 to 30 minutes depending upon how long
the line is when you arrive. Keep in mind that NWCU is located across campus from the
Residence Halls. You will not want to have to carry your luggage or heavy instruments back
and forth across campus all day, so plan accordingly.

RECREATION EQUIPMENT
