ABOUT TODAY’S GUEST FACULTY ARTIST

Bassoonist Steve Vacchi holds degrees from the Eastman School of Music
(B.M./Performer’s Certificate), The Hartt School (M.M.) and Louisiana State
University (D.M.A.). His teachers have included K. David Van Hoesen,
Stephen Maxym, Frank Morelli and William Ludwig. An advocate of con-
temporary music, he has performed in twenty-two countries and recorded
for Argo, BMG Classics, Centaur, NMC, Equilibrium, Sony Classical, Ed-
ward Hines Music and Imagine Records. A member of the Eugene Opera
Orchestra, Oregon Mozart Players, and OFAM’s American Symphonia, he
has also performed with the Florida Orchestra, Rochester, Tulsa, and Rhode
Island Philharmonics, and the New Haven, Kansas City, Honolulu, Baton
Rouge, and Wichita Symphony Orchestras. Associate professor of bassoon
at the University of Oregon since 2000, Vacchi was formerly a faculty mem-
ber at Wichita State University and the Brevard Music Center.
