ABOUT TONIGHT’S FACULTY ARTISTS

J. Robert Moore, a member of the UO music faculty since 1975, has been a
recitalist, chamber musician, and orchestra member in many parts of the
United States, Canada, Europe, and the Middle East. He holds a D.M.A. in
oboe performance from the Eastman School of Music, where he studied
with Robert Sprenkle. He has performed extensively with the Eugene
Ballet, Chamber Music Northwest, the Oregon Bach Festival, Cascade
Music Festival, Oregon Mozart Players, Oregon Woodwind Quintet, Eu-
gene Symphony, and the Con Brio Chamber Players.

George Recker, trumpet, is associate professor of trumpet at the University
of Oregon School of Music. In addition to his membership in the Oregon
Brass Quintet, he is principal trumpet of the Eugene Symphony Orchestra.
Before coming to Oregon, Recker was principal trumpet of the Kennedy
Center Opera Orchestra for eleven years, performing for most of the
world’s major ballet and opera companies, as well as for more than 45
Broadway musicals. In Washington, D.C. he also was a member of the
National Gallery of Art Orchestra, as well as a founding member of the
Washington Brass Quintet.
