The drive-thru tour is MANDATORY for all prospective Contractors who wish to have their proposal considered. Any Contractor not represented at the drive-thru tour who submits a proposal will not be considered for award.

Sealed technical and cost proposals will be received until 3:00 P. M. on January, 2008 for furnishing services described herein at the address indicated above as Issuing Agency.  Proposals not received by

3:00 P.M. onJanuary, 2008 shall not be considered.  No details of proposals will be divulged at the time of opening.

Pursuant to G.S. 143-48 and Executive Order No. 150, the state invites and encourages participation in this procurement by small, minority, physically handicapped and women Contractors.

ARTICLE I

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1.01 PURPOSE

This Request for Proposal (RFP) is being issued to obtain a contract to provide the necessary labor, supervision, and fork front loading services for the collection of refuse and old corrugated cardboard for the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill and, if necessary, to provide the labor and supervision for container cleaning, painting, repairs, bottom and lid replacement of containers.

Section 1.02 CURRENT LEVEL OF SERVICE

A. The current level of service is provided on Attachment A for refuse fork front-loading service vehicles.  This lists the current refuse containers locations and collection frequency for each location and shall be used to plan service levels and pricing for this RFP.

B. The current level of service is provided on Attachment B for old corrugated cardboard fork front-loading service vehicles.  This lists the current old corrugated cardboard containers locations and collection frequency for each location and shall be used to plan service levels and pricing for this RFP.
C. Attachment C lists the amount of front load refuse and old corrugated cardboard for the past year and shall be used to plan for the amount of refuse to be collected within the scope of this contract.
Section 1.03 RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE UNIVERSITY

The University hereby agrees to work directly with the Contractor in connection with carrying out and conducting all of the following duties and responsibilities during the term of this agreement.

A. The University shall provide the refuse and old corrugated cardboards front-loading type of containers for the Contractor’s personnel to use.  The University reserves the right to change the size and location of the containers and to add or delete containers, as the university deems necessary.

B. The University shall provide an academic calendar to the Contractor listing the holidays and breaks observed by the University.  This shall be to assist the Contractor in planning for increases and decreases in collection needs or days during which the University may be closed.  The University also reserves the right to adjust the collection frequency of some or all containers during peak periods and breaks.

ARTICLE II

DEFINITIONS

As used in this agreement, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated below:

Section 2.01 CONTRACTOR  "Contractor" shall mean the Contractor that will provide the refuse and old corrugated cardboard removal services for the "University".

Section 2.02 TERM  "Term" shall refer to the length of time the contract will be valid, including the two, one year extension(s) if the University elects to extend the agreement subject to the conditions and provisions of this agreement.

Section 2.03  UNIVERSITY  "University" shall mean, The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill for its Office of Waste Reduction and Recycling (OWRR).

Section 2.04 OLD CORRUGATED CARDBOARD  "Old corrugated cardboard" shall mean, the multi-layer paper material with ripple core and any other materials as agreed upon by OWRR.

Section 2.05 REFUSE  "Refuse" shall mean, University waste (trash and garbage) in accordance with state and regional restrictions.

ARTICLE III

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF CONTRACTOR

The Contractor hereby agrees to work directly with the University, or its designated Contract Administrator, in connection with carrying out and conducting all of the following duties and responsibilities during the term of this agreement.

GENERAL

Section 3.01 REFUSE  The Contractor shall possess the necessary equipment and personnel to provide for each day’s regularly scheduled pick-up of refuse from the containers as listed in Attachment A and transport to a disposal site which is the determined by the University.  Fees for refuse collected from the University under this contract will be paid by the University.  The Contractor will be required to begin service with an empty truck and collect only University refuse.  The service shall include all regularly scheduled pick-ups of refuse varying from once a month to twice a day, Monday through Saturday as listed in Attachment A.  Sunday pick-ups for refuse shall be prearranged and scheduled on an as required basis.

Section 3.02 OLD CORRUGATED CARDBOARD  The Contractor shall possess the necessary equipment and personnel to provide for each day's regularly scheduled pick-up of old corrugated cardboard from the containers as listed in Attachment B.  The service shall include all regularly schedule pick-ups of old corrugated cardboard varying from once a month to two times daily, Monday through Friday as listed in Attachment B.  Saturday and Sundays pick-ups for old corrugated cardboard shall be prearranged and schedule on an as required basis.

Section 3.03 MARKETING AND RECYCLING OF OLD CORRUGATED CARDBOARD

a)  Old corrugated cardboard collected by the Contractor shall be delivered for recycling material to an approved recycling broker or mill.  The Contractor shall have recycling market/end users for all old corrugated cardboard it collects from the University.

b)  The Contractor agrees to pay the University for its old corrugated cardboard on a per weight delivered basis at no less than 50% of the low end of the range for the Southeast Region for old corrugated cardboard second edition of each month of the Official Board Market (The Yellow Sheet).  Payment shall be made by the 15th of each month by check payable to the UNC-CH Office of Waste Reduction and Recycling (OWRR) and shall be sent to the Program Manager, OWRR, University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, CB#1805, Chapel Hill, NC 27599-1805.

Section 3.04 VEHICLES  The Contractor shall possess the necessary equipment and personnel to provide services for delivering refuse and old corrugated cardboard containers to new locations and removing or switching containers out when necessary.

Section 3.05 Cleaning, Painting, and repairs as outlined  The Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, including metal, couplings, welding rods, and plugs, tools, equipment, and all transportation for the cleaning, sanding, painting, repairs and bottom replacement of containers.  The University shall furnish the paint. See Sections 3.19 -3.23 for details. 
Section 3.06 SPECIAL PROJECTS  The Contractor shall have the necessary personnel and equipment to provide services for special projects including, but not limited to, student move-out (May) and student move-in (August).  Some special projects, such as student move-in and move-out require the use of one or more rearload trucks.
PERSONNEL, LABOR, SUPERVISION

Section 3.07  The Contractor shall furnish adequate supervision and training of personnel to insure the quality of service is in accordance with the best-recognized industry practices.  Supervision shall include training of personnel, providing and maintaining schedules, providing expedient repair work well within industry standards and showing new personnel the pick-up routes and container locations.

Section 3.08  The Contractor shall require that its employees abide by the following rules:

a) They shall wear distinctive shirts, uniforms or badges identifying them with the Contractor's Company name in legible letters at all times while on University property.

b) They shall be of high integrity and character as determined by the Contractor by references and work records.

c) They shall report any property damaged immediately to the Contract Administrator. Failure to report such damage, as required, may be construed as default of the contract. 

d) They shall not engage in idle or unnecessary conversation with State employees, other employees of the Contractor, tenants or students. 

e) Any of the Contractor’s employees whose behavior or language is offensive, harassing or intimidating to any employee or student of the University shall be asked to leave the University premises immediately and shall be restricted from working further on University premises.

f) Upon written request of the Contract Administrator to the Contractor, any employee who fails to abide by these or other rules established by the Contract Administrator shall be immediately removed from the job and replaced. 

Section 3.09  Verbal requests to leave the University premises shall be followed by written requests provided to the Contractor’s supervisor by the close of the following business day.

Section 3.10  The Contractor shall ensure that when the Contractor has a turnover in personnel involved with this RFP, (especially the driver(s) of front loading vehicles), the Contractor shall provide experienced, knowledgeable personnel to show the new personnel the current pick-up routes and the locations of the containers.  The Contractor shall also provide the current time schedule to any new personnel.  If the Contractor fails to provide personnel to show the new personnel the pick-up routes and container locations, the University may at its discretion, after timely notice to the Contractor, or his designated representative, provide personnel to show the new personnel the pick-up routes and the container locations.  Diligent effort by the University to notify the Contractor by telephone shall constitute notice under this paragraph.  If the University provides said personnel, the University may deduct from payment due to the Contractor the actual cost of providing said personnel.

TRUCKS AND VEHICLES:

Section 3.11  The Contractor shall possess the necessary equipment and personnel to provide services for delivering refuse and old corrugated cardboard containers to new locations and removing or switching containers out when necessary.

Section 3.12  The Contractor shall provide fork front-loading service vehicles that have a completely enclosed body, for the pick-up compaction and transportation of the collected material. The body shall be equipped with an approved compaction system and so designed that there will be no spillage of any refuse or material during loading or transporting. The Contractor shall ensure that neither objectionable odors, noxious gases, nor putrescent liquid shall escape during or after the process of collection, conveyance, or treatment of the refuse and recyclables. The capacity of the service vehicle(s) shall be sufficient to serve the area within the times required, yet the entire unit must be able to approach each pick-up point and negotiate all roads and streets without exceeding the design load of the vehicle, the various pavements and structures.

Section 3.13  The name of the Contractor and his/her telephone number shall be painted on each side of the truck in letters of legible size.  The Contractor shall be required to maintain his or her equipment in a clean and sanitary condition, as directed by the Contract Administrator and in compliance with all local, county, state and federal regulations.

Section 3.14  The Contractor shall not block pedestrian and vehicular passageways, nor shall the Contractor block accessibility to doorways or other building entryways.  Parking on sidewalks is prohibited on campus.  Contractor should obey all traffic regulations, and pay particular attention to those involving pedestrian safety.

Section 3.15  All vehicles owned or used by the Contractor or agents in its employ must obtain and display appropriate University permits, and shall be operated pursuant to regulations and requirements established by the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, Department of Public Safety. Each truck shall have a Gate card which is the responsibility of the Contractor and can be purchased and obtained by contacting the Department of Public Safety at 962-3951.

Section 3.16  The Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining any and all required State, County or City license(s) or permits.  This includes, but not limited to Orange County regulated recycling material ordinance and Town of Chapel Hill's noise ordinance.  Provide copies of license to the Contract Administrator prior to the award of contract.

Section 3.17  The Contractor shall ensure that, if a vehicle should break down, a back-up vehicle shall be available to respond within one (1) hour to continue the scheduled pick-ups for that day.  The Contract Administrator shall be notified of any delay longer than one (1) hour and any pick-ups that will not be completed according to schedule.

REFUSE AND OLD CORRUGATED DUMPSTERS
Section 3.18  Refuse and old corrugated cardboard containers, which are the property of the University shall be controlled by the University Facilities Services Division.  However, the Contractor shall be liable for any damage to these containers or University property caused by the Contractor's employees or trucks.  Within a two week notice from the University the Contractor is responsible for repairing the container to its condition prior to damage. If said repair is not completed within the two weeks the University may, at its discretion, perform said repair.  The actual cost of said repair authorized by the University shall be deducted from any payment due to the Contractor under this contract or secured from performance bonds.  The actual cost shall include, but not be limited to, labor parts, materials, subcontracted work, and overhead or any other expenses incurred.

CLEANING, PAINTING, REPAIRS, BOTTOM AND LID REPLACEMENT

Section 3.19  It is anticipated that there will be about 20% (60 approximate) containers to be cleaned and painted per year, and an estimated 10 containers requiring bottom replacement during the first year. The Contractor shall complete all repair work to the containers within fourteen (14) days from the time the need for repair work is reported to the Contractor or other wise agreed upon.
Section 3.20  The Contractor shall perform all cleaning, sanding, painting, repairs, bottom and lid replacement off campus.  The Contractor shall provide any facilities required to complete the work.  See Section  4.19 regarding any subcontracting if applicable.
Section 3.21  The Contractor shall pick-up and empty, if required, the container from its location and replace it with a temporary container of equal or larger size, provided by the University, to maintain uninterrupted service.  There shall be 8 yard, 6 yard, and 4 yard containers and one 8-yard compactor container available as replacement.  The University shall provide the replacement container to be used while the other container is being cleaned, painted or repaired, the Contractor must furnish all necessary transportation and equipment to accomplish the necessary work.  
Section 3.22  The Contractor shall provide metal for the replacement bottoms on the containers that are at least six (6) inches high on all sides and shall be minimums of 10 gauge flex steel.  A drain and 1 1/2" plug shall be installed on the side near the rear of the container.  All welds shall be continuous.  "V" or container voids shall be filled where connected to bottom flange to prevent water from entering container.  The bottom or side flange shall not be pieced.  The welds shall be on corners unless otherwise approved in writing by the Contract Administrator.  The welds shall be even and smooth.The Contractor shall be required at times to replace metal lids with plastic lids. The plastic lids shall be double wall lids with standard "V" crimps for added strength. The Contractor shall insure that all containers to be repaired are thoroughly cleaned inside and outside and allowed to dry. 
All loose paint and rusted areas shall be thoroughly sanded.  Property numbers and Facilities Services numbers shall be protected at all times.  The insides of the containers will be painted with one coat of Rhino Guard paint.  The outside and bottom of the container including the underside of any metal lids shall be completely painted with a finish coat.  The paint shall be allowed eight (8) hours to dry before relocating the container.  All work shall be executed in accordance with the best-recognized practices.  Paint shall be evenly applied and free from runs.  The painting shall not be done in damp or foggy weather.  All slag from welding shall be removed before painting.

The Contractor shall have the Contract Administrator inspect all cleanings, bottom replacements, and painting after
completion of work.  If any additional repairs on bottoms are needed, or if any dirt or grease has been painted over, the
Contractor shall correct the problem and repaint, if necessary, at no additional cost to the University.  The Contract 
Administrator shall be the final judge of the acceptability of the work.

Section 3.23  The Contractor’s workmanship shall at all times be of a grade accepted as the best practice of the particular trade involved and as stipulated in written standards of recognized organizations or institutions of the respective trades except as further qualified by these specifications.

REFUSE AND OLD CORRUGATED CARDBOARD PICK-UPS 
Section 3.24  The Contractor shall meet with the OWRR staff within one week from contract award for the purpose of establishing scheduled routes for refuse and old corrugated cardboard collection, establishing priorities for collection and locations of said.

Section 3.25  The Contractor may commence refuse and old corrugated cardboard pick-up on campus at 4:00 a.m. (see Attachment A and B for exception) or in accordance with local ordinance.  Residence halls shall not be serviced before 8 a.m.  Other locations, especially those located near residential areas, may fall under this service restriction if deemed necessary by the University.
Section 3.26  The container size and weekly pick-up as shown in Attachment A and Attachment B are for maximum volume only.  The maximum volume of refuse and old corrugated cardboard normally occurs from the middle of August through the middle of May.  Higher pick-up rates than those shown in Attachment A and Attachment B are required at the start of the school's fall semester and refuse at the end of the school year. 
Section 3.27  The University may require the Contractor to service the containers at unscheduled times.  These pick-ups will be requested in writing (using a work request system).  When a site is on a regular schedule, but requires additional service, this will be referred to as a urgent pick-up .  Urgent pick-ups shall be performed on the next day’s refuse or cardboard route.  
Section 3.28  Complaints shall be corrected within 24 hours.  The University may correct complaints or rework not corrected by the Contractor within 24 hours and the cost deducted from payments due the Contractor as described 

in Section 4.02

Section 3.29 If the container is blocked by cars, trucks, etc. it is the Contractor’s responsibility to contact the Contract Administrator for assistance in gaining access to the container.  If after 5 minutes, the container is still blocked, another attempt to empty the container shall be made before the Contractor’s truck leaves campus.

Section 3.30  When the Contractor misses a scheduled pick-up and the container requires refuse or old corrugated cardboard removal, the Contractor shall respond to a callback within one (1) hour.  

Section 3.31  The Contractor shall ensure that when the Contractor does not make pick-ups as scheduled, it shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to remove all refuse and old corrugated cardboard that have been placed beside the containers or scattered about the containers.

Section 3.32  The Contractor shall be responsible for removing all refuse and old corrugated cardboard spillage which may occur while performing the required services and must not place containers on top of refuse or other materials.  If the Contractor fails to remove excess refuse or old corrugated cardboard under these conditions, the University may have this refuse or old corrugated cardboard removed and may withhold payment for the cost from the Contractor’s invoice.  The cost of said removal shall include, but not be limited to, labor, materials, sub-contracted work and overhead or any other expenses incurred.

Section 3.33 The Contractor shall be responsible for instructing its personnel that under no circumstances may they remove any articles from dumpsters and for personal use while in the process of removing refuse from the University.

SCHEDULE AND LOCATIONS CHANGES
Section 3.34  The Contractor shall maintain pick-up schedules of sufficient frequency and will alter pick-up frequency, schedule, time of day, method, or equipment to meet the needs of all University buildings and campus affiliates sites at the request of the University.

Section 3.35  The Contractor shall notify the Contract Administrator when he or she feels that a location or schedule should be changed.  If approved, the agreed upon changes and effective date must be communicated by the Contractor to the Contract Administrator in writing before the change takes place and included in the Location and Schedule Update as required in Section 3.50.

Section 3.36  The University may communicate schedule, size, and location changes to the Contractor in writing at any time throughout the term of the contract.  The University may choose to change the size or location of containers or to adjust the collection frequency of some or all containers.  The Contractor shall execute any changes within 48 hours after receipt of written request and include the changes in the Location and Schedule Update as required in Section 3.50.
Section 3.37  The University may choose to add or delete containers any time throughout the term of the contract. The Contractor shall comply with written requests for new container set-up or removal within two (2) days of receipt of request and include the changes in the Location and Schedule Update as required in Section 3.50. 
Section 3.38  Before, after, and during breaks, during student move-in and move-out, and at other times due to special event schedules, collection frequencies may need to be temporarily adjusted.  The Contract Administrator will submit these changes and duration in writing to the Contractor at least two weeks before the changes are to go into effect.  For billing purposes, these changes will considered special pick-ups and included on the monthly invoice as such.

Section 3.39  The Contractor shall incorporate any changes resulting from Sections 3.35-38 into the collection schedule and container inventory list and provide acknowledgement for the updates prior to the first of each month so that the billing is correct and matches the current pick-up schedules.

Section 3.40  The Contract Administrator shall determine the priority of the work schedule and any proposed changes to the schedule shall require written approval from the Contract Administrator.

Section 3.41 The University reserves the right to perform an audit of collection services to determine if the collection schedule and routes adequately reflect the needs of the campus.  This audit may involve a member of the OWRR staff riding with the Contractor's driver each day for a week during the fall, spring, and summer.  
COMMUNICATION AND REPORTS 
Section 3.42  The Contractor shall have a telephone number at his/her office/plant, properly listed in a telephone directory of general circulation, and shall attend said telephone from the hours of 8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Contractor shall be able to send and receive documents via email and fax.

Section 3.43  The Contractors trucks shall be equipped with 2-way communications.  An operable cellular telephone shall be in all trucks servicing campus.
Section 3.44  The Contractor shall notify the Contract Administrator by 6:00 a.m. of any delay in the pick-up schedule.

Section 3.45  The Contractor shall report any destruction, loss of or damage to any University property within 24 hours of the loss or damage.  The report shall be provided to the Contract Administrator in writing and shall specify the type, location and extent of the loss or damage.  Failure to report any destruction, loss or damage may be construed as default of the contract and, if so determined, will be handled in accordance with Section 4.04.

Section 3.46  The Contractor and the University shall work together to eliminate contamination issues of old corrugated cardboard or other recyclables in refuse containers that result in fines.  Contamination of old corrugated cardboard, boards too long, metal, pallets, and other recyclables in refuse containers should be reported to the Contract Administrator with the location, date and nature of the problem being given.  The University relies on the Contractor to report contamination and collection issues in writing so that the OWRR staff can take corrective action through communication with customers and educational materials.

Section 3.47  The Contractor shall insure that the Contractor’s driver(s) shall contact the Contract Administrator daily to receive requests for pick-ups or complaints.  The University may submit to the Contractor's driver(s) a daily summary of requests or complaints.

Section 3.48  Contractor’s operations manager or crew leader(s) shall contact the Contract Administrator as needed to review service needs and problems.  A representative of the Contractor shall meet with a representative of the University, at a minimum, on a bi-monthly basis, with the meeting location to be determined by mutual agreement of both parties.  This meeting should be scheduled on a recurring basis upon award of the contract.

Section 3.49 The Contractor’s personnel shall report to the Contract Administrator immediately any needed repairs to containers, road surfaces, pads, or container stops as they see the problems arise.

Section 3.50  The Contractor shall provide the University with reports and invoices during the contract period.  The University may request invoices and reports to be in an electronic format acceptable to the University.  

A. Invoices shall be submitted in accordance with Section 4.02 and must include the following:

1. Trash landfill fees and penalties 

a. Daily tons

b. Total landfill tonnage

c. Total dollar amount of landfill fees and fines

2. Cardboard tonnage report

a. Daily tons

b. Total tons for the month
c. Total dollar amount to UNC

3. Trash service fees

a. Per location number of pick-ups (including urgent pick-ups)
b. Per location dollar amount subtotal 

c. Total dollar amount

4. Cardboard service fees

a. Per location number of pick-ups

b. Per location dollar amount subtotal 

c. Total dollar amount

5. Repair fees

a. Work description for each unit (list serial number and size)
b. Subtotal dollar amount for each unit

c. Total dollar amount

6. Special Projects

a. Work description (front load, rear load, extra laborer, etc.)

b. Number of hours worked each day

c. Hourly rate

d. Total dollar amount

B. Location and Schedule Report that lists the locations and schedules of all pick-up points, including any changes as agreed upon or submitted by the University.  The University shall review the updates to determine if any changes need to be made to the refuse and cardboard recycling sites.  The location and schedule update shall include:

1. Location (including University building name), quantities and size of containers for each site

2. The day(s) collections are scheduled for each site

3. The date of any changes to a site (and work request number)

4. The updated base number of pick-ups for the month, which shall be used as the base for the next month’s billing.

C. Collection Update that lists problems with contamination, collection, or participation.  This report shall include but is not limited to:

1. A summary of contamination problems (including location, date and brief description of the problem) and any corrective action taken or recommended (see Section 3.50)

2. Progress and problems experienced with collection and corrective action taken or recommended

3. Problems or planned changes in the route or schedule
4. Experiences and problems with materials marketing
Section 3.51  The Contractor shall maintain records that verify the amounts indicated on the monthly report (i.e. weigh tickets and pick-up logs).  Upon request, the Contractor shall supply said records to the University.

Section 3.52 The University may, on unannounced occasions, audit the conveyance and weighing procedures of the Contractor to assure that the efficient operational practices are being maintained. 
ARTICLE IV

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Section 4.01  TERM

This agreement shall be binding on both parties for a three-year period beginning on the date of contract award.  The University shall have the option of extending the contract for two (2) additional one-year terms.  The University shall give the Contractor written notice of its intent to renew no less than 90 days prior to the expiration and if the University elects to renew, the terms of said renewal shall be specified in writing as part of the written notice.  Contractor shall respond within 30 days of this notice with any exceptions to changes to the original contract terms.  The exceptions shall be negotiated between the University and the Contractor during the remaining 60 days of the notice period.  If there are no exceptions taken or, upon mutual agreement of the parties concerning renewal terms, the Contractor shall sign the renewal notice and send it back to the University.  The total term of this contract shall not exceed five (5) years.  As part of the renewal process, the costs payable to the Contractor for services rendered subsequent to the three years of this contract and annually thereafter, may be adjusted upon written application by the Contractor to the Contract Administrator sixty (60) days prior to renewal date.  The adjustment will be based from the most current published report by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics, South Region, and Transportation Index for all Urban Consumers at the time the request is made.  If the amount of the increase is more than 5%, the University reserves the right not to renew the contract.  If this agreement is not renewed, said agreement shall terminate.
Section 4.02  PAYMENT

Requests for payment of services provided by the Contractor shall be submitted in accordance with Section 3.50. Invoices shall be submitted monthly within the first ten (10) working days of the month.  Invoices shall be mailed to and approved by the Contract Administrator.  Revenues from the sale of old corrugated cardboard is payable to the University by the 15th of the month.

Section 4.03  REGULATIONS

The University and Contractor shall comply with all Federal, State and local laws, statutes, ordinances and regulations as applicable to this agreement.  These shall include the rules, regulations, and interpretations of the North Carolina Department of Labor relative to Occupational Safety and Health Standards pertinent to the work specified herein.  By signing and submitting a proposal, the Contractor certifies it complies with all applicable local, state and federal laws and regulations including, but not limited to, the Omnibus Transportation Act of 1991 and its implementing regulations.  At the request of the University, the Contractor will provide evidence of compliance.(State and local waste management regulations, daily driving hours,etc.)
Section 4.04  DEFAULT

Should the University determine that the Contractor is not satisfactorily providing services as outlined within this agreement, the University may, by written notice to the Contractor, demand that the Contractor provide the service(s) in question in a satisfactory manner.  If the Contractor does not cure such failure within a period of twenty-four (24) hours after receipt of the notice from the University specifying each failure, the University may terminate the whole or part of the contract in question.  In the event the University terminates this contract in whole or part as provided herein, it may procure, in such a manner as it deems reasonable and appropriate, such services as required by this agreement and the Contractor shall be liable for any cost for such services.  However, if this agreement is terminated in part, the Contractor shall be required to continue the performance of this agreement to the extent not terminated under the provisions of this clause, while remaining liable for any cost of services obtained by the University to cover services canceled due to unsatisfactory services from the Contractor of this agreement.

Section 4.05  TERMINATION

The University may terminate this contract without penalty for any reason upon thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor.

Section 4.06  INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT
The Contractor shall indemnify the University against any and all liability, claims, and costs of whatsoever kind and nature, of injury to or death of any persons, for loss or damage to any property in connection with or in any way incident to or arising out of the occupancy, use, service, operations, or performance or work in connection with this agreement resulting in whole, or in part from the acts or omissions of the Contractor, or any employee, agent, or representative of the Contractor, and too, the Contractor shall pay all royalties and license fees and shall defend all suits or claims for infringement of any patent rights or copyright rights and shall save the University from loss on account thereof

Section 4.07  BANKRUPTCY

Upon entering of a judgment of bankruptcy or insolvency by or against the Contractor, the University may terminate this contract for cause.

Section 4.08  EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY STATEMENT

All provisions relative to Equal Employment Opportunity for all persons without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, veteran status, or disability shall be incorporated as a part of the resulting contract.

Section 4.09  CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR
After award, the Contract Administrator and liaison for this contract will be the OWRR Operations Manager.

Section 4.10  CONTRACT DOCUMENT
The contract shall be deemed to include, by incorporation, the following documents:

a. The Contractor's technical and cost proposals

c. This Request For Proposal

d. Any written amendments to the contract, which may be issued from time to time.

e. Purchase Order

In accordance with Section 6.01, to the extent the Contractor's proposal conflicts with this RFP, this RFP shall govern the conduct of the parties.  Changes to the contract, or any of its terms and conditions, may be made only by written amendments stipulating the changes to be made and the effective date. Both the Contractor and the University must sign each amendment.

Section 4.11  APPROPRIATIONS

The Contractor agrees and understands that payment as specified in the resulting contract for the period set forth herein, or any extensions or renewal thereof is dependent upon and subject to the appropriation, allocation or availability of funds for this purpose and the contract shall automatically terminate upon depletion of such funds.

Section 4.12  INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

The Contractor shall not be an employee of the University, but shall be an independent Contractor.  Nothing in this agreement shall be construed as authority for the Contractor to make commitments, which shall bind the University, or to otherwise act on behalf of the University except as the University may expressly authorize in writing.

Section 4.13  ACCESS TO PERSONS AND RECORDS

The State Auditor shall have access to persons and records as a result of all contracts or grants entered into by the University in accordance with General Statute 147-64.7.

Section 4.14  ASSIGNMENT

No assignment of the Contractor’s obligations or the Contractor’s right to receive payment hereunder shall be permitted.  However upon written request approved by the University and solely as a convenience to the Contractor, the University may:

A. forward the Contractor’s payment check directly to any person or entity designated by the Contractor, and

B. include any person or entity designated by the Contractor as a joint payee on the Contractor’s payment check.

In no event shall such approval and action obligate the University to anyone other than the Contractor and the Contractor shall remain responsible for fulfillment of all contract obligations.

Section 4.15  PROTEST PROCEDURES

A party wanting to protest a contract awarded pursuant to this solicitation must submit a written request to the University Purchasing Director, University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, 440 West Franklin Street, CB 1100, Chapel Hill NC 27599-1100.  This request must be received in the University Purchasing Office within thirty (30) consecutive calendar days from the date of the contract award, and must contain specific sound reasons and any supporting documentation for the protest.  NOTE:  Contract award notices are sent only to those actually awarded contracts, and not to every person or firm responding to this solicitation.  Offerors may call the University to obtain a verbal status of contract award.  All protests will be handled pursuant to the North Carolina Administrative Code, Title 1, Department of Administration, Chapter 5, Purchase and Contract, Section 5B.1519.

Section 4.16  DEBARMENT STATUS
By submitting a proposal, the Contractor certifies that it is not currently debarred from bidding on contracts by any agency of the State of North Carolina or any agency of the Federal Government, nor is it an agent of any person or entity that is currently debarred from submitting bids on contracts by any agency of the State of North Carolina or any agency of the Federal Government.

Section 4.17  DATA

The Contractor shall protect the confidentiality of any files, data or other materials provided by the University and shall restrict their use to purposes of performing the contract and none other.  The Contractor shall take all steps necessary to safeguard any data, files, reports or other information from loss, destruction or erasure.  Any costs or expenses of replacing or damages resulting from the loss of such data shall be borne by the Contractor when such loss or damage occurred through its negligence.
Section 4.18  WORK INSPECTION
The University reserves the right to inspect Contractor’s activities associated with this RFP.  The inspection is carried out to assure that the Contractor's performance satisfies the terms of the RFP and also to measure the changes in demand for the use of the system.  Beginning with the starting date of the contract, the Contract Administrator shall have in each successive sixty (60) day period, the right to accompany the Contractor or his representative for seven (7) consecutive days on the scheduled service route.  The failure to exercise the right to inspect on any occasion(s) does not waive the University's right to inspect at any other time nor does it excuse the Contractor from his obligation to perform.  The Contractor’s activities associated with this RFP are also subject to inspection by those persons required by state law to test special work for official approval.  Unless otherwise specified, work shall be inspected during normal Contractor working hours.
Section 4.19  SUBCONTRACTING
The Contractor may use subcontractors approved by the University to perform specialized services such as welding, painting or washing containers.  An invoice from the subcontractor must be submitted with the Contractor invoice.

Section 4.20  INCREASES OR DECREASES TO CONTRACT
The buildings included in this contract are listed in the appendices of this RFP.  The University reserves the right to add or delete containers to be serviced.  

Section 4.21  PERFORMANCE BOND

A performance bond equal to the contract price for one (1) year shall be furnished to the University by the Contractor and shall remain in effect for the contract period plus ninety (90) days afterward.  In the event of unsatisfactory performance or other default by the Contractor, the University may attach all or a portion of the bond in order to procure the required service from other sources.

Section 4.22  NON EXCLUSIVENESS OF CONTRACT

At any point during the term of the contract the University reserves the right to enter into other contracts with this or other Contractors for other collection services for segregated portions of the waste.

ARTICLE V

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
Section 5.01  CONTRACTOR'S OBLIGATION

Contractor shall, at its own expense, obtain and maintain throughout the term of this agreement, at least the following policies of insurance from an insurance company duly authorized to do business in North Carolina:


(a)  Comprehensive general liability insurance insuring against loss from personal or bodily injury or death of any person and for property damage for occurrences on or in University property while conducting services.  Such policy of insurance shall be issued by a company or companies with at least an "A" Best Rating or rating equivalent and qualified to do business in the State of North Carolina and with $1,000,000 combined single limit per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage and a $1,000,000 aggregate limit. 


(b)  Automobile Liability insurance including $1,000,000 combined single limit per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage covering owned, not owned and hired vehicles.


(c)  Worker's compensation insurance, if required by applicable law, for all persons employed by the Contractor for any purpose on University Property and the Contractor shall pay any and all contributions, taxes and costs of such insurance and benefits payable thereunder which are required to be withheld and/or paid by any employer under the provision of any applicable present or future law, ruling and regulation.
Section 5.02 EVIDENCE OF INSURANCE

Contractor shall provide copies of insurance binders (or certificates in lieu thereof) with respect to each of the insurance policies to be maintained, with the Technical Proposal.  Each binder and policy required to be obtained and maintained pursuant to this Article V shall provide that it may not be amended, modified or canceled without a minimum of forty-five (45) days' notice to the University.

ARTICLE VI

THE PROCUREMENT PROCESS
Section 6.01  PROPOSALS

All proposals are subject to the terms and conditions outlined herein.  All responses will be controlled by such terms and conditions. The submission of other terms and conditions and other documents as part of a Contractor's response will be waived and have no effect either on this RFP or any Contract that may be awarded resulting from this solicitation.  The submission of any other terms and conditions by a Contractor may be grounds for rejection of the Contractor's proposal.  Contractor specifically agrees to the conditions set forth in the above paragraph by the signature of its authorized representative on the execution of proposal page contained herein.

Section 6.02  SELECTION PROCESS

Following is a general description of the process by which a Contractor will be selected to provide required services:

A. Request for Proposal sent to prospective Contractors.

B. Contractors attend the mandatory drive-thru tour. Proposals submitted by firms not represented at the drive-thru tour will NOT be considered.

C. Contractors submit in writing an electronic or hardcopy of any questions they may have.

D. Proposals will be received from each Contractor in two separate sealed package(s); one original and two copies of the Technical Proposal; and one original and two copies of the Cost Proposal.

E. The Execution of Proposal page shall be signed and dated by an official authorized to bind the firm.

F. The proposal must be received by the University no later than the date and time specified on the cover sheet of the RFP.

G. After all Technical proposals have been evaluated; only the Cost proposals of those firms meeting the specifications will be publicly opened.

H. The firms with acceptable Technical Proposals will be notified of the time and place for the opening of the cost proposals.  At least two (2) working days notice shall be given prior to the opening.

I. Award will be made to the responsible, responsive Contractor who offers the most advantageous proposal to the University in accordance with the specifications set forth in this RFP.

J. All documents submitted must be printed double sided on recycled paper.

Section 6.03  PROPOSAL SUBMISSION AND OPENING
The Technical and Cost proposals must be received by the University no later than the date and time specified on the cover of this RFP.  Each Technical proposal and Cost proposal shall be sealed separately and shall be identified and shall bear the name of the firm, the RFP number, and the closing date for proposal submission.  At their option, the evaluators may request oral presentations, or discussions with any or all Contractors for the purpose of clarification or to amplify the material presented in any part of the Technical proposal.  However, Contractors are cautioned that this provision is not mandatory; therefore, all Technical and Cost proposals should be complete and concise and reflect the most favorable terms available from the Contractor.

Section 6.04  REQUIRED PROPOSAL CONTENT
Qualified firms are encouraged to submit a proposal for performing the services described herein.  All proposals must be submitted strictly in accordance with the requirements of the RFP.  Failure to include any required information in the proposal may disqualify a firm as a potential Contractor.  Proposals shall be prepared simply and succinctly providing a straightforward, concise description of the Contractor's abilities to satisfy the requirements of this Request.  Emphasis shall be on completeness and clarity of content.  The proposals shall be of sufficient detail to describe the following:

TECHNICAL PROPOSAL:

A. The Contractor shall fill out the questionnaire (See Attachment D) and submit the completed questionnaire with its Technical Proposal.

B. The Contractor shall furnish financial statements or other financial documentation that would illustrate the firm has the financial capacity to undertake the scope of services requested.

C. The Contractor shall furnish evidence of at least five (5) years experience in the removal of refuse and old corrugated cardboard at the industrial/commercial level.

D. The Contractor shall list the last three (3) State, County, or municipal contracts completed.

E. The Contractor shall list three (3) references, including point of contact, phone number and address.

F. The Contractor shall furnish names and telephone numbers of at least two (2) employees in managerial or supervisory positions to be called on a 24-hour emergency basis.

G. The Contractor shall provide a detailed written presentation on how the Contractor intends to 
perform the work as required, how it intends to provide adequate supervision, and how it intends to provide back-up service when vehicles break down or personnel are absent.  The Contractor shall also provide its Standard Operating Procedures.

H. The Contractor shall provide a complete description of all equipment with detailed specifications and literature of the proposed equipment to be utilized.

I. The Contractor shall provide resumes on all employees who will operate refuse and old corrugated cardboard removal equipment on the University and its premises, including the primary and back-up drivers, which shall include a description of the individual’s experience and training. Further, the Contractor shall provide resumes on all employees who will be involved in the cleaning, sanding, repairing, and painting of refuse and old corrugated cardboard containers owned by the University.

J. The Contractor shall provide copies of insurance certificates with respect to each of the insurance policies to be maintained in compliance with the provisions of Article V.

K. The Contractor shall provide a signed copy of the Execution of Proposal with the Technical Proposal.

COST PROPOSAL:

Section VII, PRICING SCHEDULE, shall be completed and included in the proposal.  All blanks in Section VII, PRICING SCHEDULE, must be filled in.

Section 6.05  EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS

The Contractor's proposal shall be submitted at the time specified.  Designated University staff members will evaluate the proposals received and will consider the following factors in recommending award to a qualified firm.  These factors are not necessarily listed in order of priority.


A.  Overall experience and qualifications of the Contractor and proposed personnel


B.  Experience and/or credentials in providing the professional services required


C.  Pricing


D.  Performance of the Contractor as evaluated by the references supplied

Contractors are cautioned that this is a request for proposal, not a request to contract, and the University reserves the unqualified right to reject offers for any contract when such rejection is deemed to be in the best interest of the University.  The award of a contract to one Contractor does not mean that the other proposals lack merit, but that with all factors considered, that proposal was most advantageous to the University.  Requirements of this proposal are the minimum acceptable.

Section 6.06  AWARD OR REJECTION

All qualified proposals will be evaluated and award made to that Contractor whose proposal is deemed to provide the lowest and best bid most advantageous to the University.  The University reserves the unqualified right to reject any or all offers if determined to be in the best interest of the University.

Section 6.07  DECLINE TO OFFER

Any Contractor which receives a copy of the RFP but which declines to make an offer is requested to send a formal "Decline to Offer" to the University.  Failure to respond as requested may subject the Contractor to removal from consideration on future requirements.

Section 6.08  COST OF PROPOSAL PREPARATION

Any costs incurred by the Contractor in preparing or submitting proposals are the Contractor's sole responsibility; the department will not reimburse any Contractor for any costs incurred prior to award.

Section 6.9  ELABORATE PROPOSALS

Elaborate proposals in the form of brochures or other presentations beyond that necessary to present a complete and effective proposal are not desired.

Section 6.10  ORAL EXPLANATIONS

The University will not be bound by oral explanations or instructions given at any time during the competitive process prior to award.

Section 6.11  ADVERTISING

In submitting the proposal, the Contractor agrees not to use the results therefrom as a part of any news release or commercial advertising without prior written approval of the University.

Section 6.12  CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

To promote maximum competition and to protect the public bidding procedure from being used to obtain information, which would normally not be available otherwise, the University shall maintain the confidentiality of certain types of information.  All such information intended to be kept confidential must be designated in writing “Confidential”.  The obligations of non-disclosure shall not apply to the following:

A. Information which, at the time of disclosure is in the public knowledge;

B. Information which, after disclosure becomes part of the public knowledge by publication or otherwise, except by breach of this Agreement;

C. Information which was in the possession of the University at the time of disclosure and which was not acquired, directly or indirectly by recipient from the disclosing party, and which prior possession can be proven by documentary evidence;

D. Information received from third parties, provided such information was not obtained to their knowledge by said third parties, directly or indirectly, on a confidential basis;

E. Information, which is independently developed by the University’s personnel not privy to this Request for Proposal.

F. Information contained in the Pricing Schedule, Article VII.
Section 6.13  RIGHT TO SUBMITTED MATERIALS

All responses, inquiries, or correspondence relating to or in reference to this RFP, and all other reports, charts, displays, schedules, exhibits, and other documentation submitted by the Contractors will become the property of the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill when received.

Section 6.14  COMPETITIVE OFFER

Under penalty of perjury, the signer of any proposal submitted in response to this RFP thereby certifies that its proposal has not been arrived at collusively nor otherwise in violation of Federal or North Carolina antitrust laws.  In submitting the proposal, the Contractor agrees not to discuss or otherwise reveal its technical or cost information to any other sources, government or private, until after the award of the contract.  Contractors not in compliance with this provision may be disqualified.

Section 6.15  CONTRACTORS REPRESENTATIVE

Contractors shall submit the name, address, and telephone number of the person(s) with the authority to bind the agency and answer questions or provide clarification concerning the agency's proposal.

Section 6.16  PROPOSAL ACCEPTANCE PERIOD

This proposal shall be binding upon the Contractor for sixty (60) calendar days following the bid opening date.  Any proposal in which the Contractor shortens the acceptance period may be rejected.

Section 6.17  EXAMINATION OF CONDITIONS

It shall be understood and mutually agreed that by submitting a bid, the Contractor acknowledges that he/she has carefully examined all pertinent documents pertaining to the work, the general location, and has satisfied him/herself as to the nature of the work; condition of existing buildings and their accessory structures; conformation of the ground; character, quality and quantity of the materials to be encountered; general and local conditions, construction hazards and all other matters which can in any way affect the work under the contract.  It is further mutually agreed that by submitting a proposal the Contractor acknowledges that he/she has satisfied him/herself as to the feasibility and meaning of these specifications and any associated documents relative to the work and that he/she accepts all the terms, conditions and stipulations contained therein; and that he/she is prepared to work in cooperation with other Contractors or University employees performing work at any of the site.

ARTICLE VII
