Glossary
ACCESSORY STRUCTURE
A building or structure subordinate to the primary use.

ALLOWABLE LAND USES 
Uses allowed by the zoning ordinance.

APPLICANT
The person who fills out an application for a permit to develop or divide land (see property owner).

BUILDING OFFICIAL
The official who administers the building code and issues building permits.

BUILDING PERMIT
Approval from the local building official to build, alter, or place structures on real property.

COMMERCIAL
The use of land for business activities that do not involve manufacturing.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN
The official document adopted by a local government in which are set forth the general, long range policies on how the community's future development should occur.

CONDITIONAL USE
A use that may be allowed, if it meets prescribed conditions in the zoning ordinance or additional conditions set forth by the decision-making body.

COMPLETE APPLICATION
An application is deemed complete when all the information necessary to process it is provided to the planning official.

DECISION-MAKING BODY
The body that has the legal authority to make decisions on requests for development permits and adopt or amend land use ordinances (i.e., planning commission or city council).

EASEMENTS
A right to use, for a specified purpose, a particular piece of land owned by another.

EVIDENTIARY HEARING
A hearing in which evidence may be presented.

FINDINGS

A statement of the standards, facts and conclusions used in making a decision.

FLOODPLAIN
The area adjoining a stream, river, tidal estuary, or coast that is subject to regional flooding.

HEIGHT REQUIREMENTS
The maximum distance, from the ground to the highest part of a structure, that is allowed by the zoning ordinance.

HISTORIC RESOURCES
Those districts, sites, buildings, structures, and artifacts which have a relationship to events or conditions of the human past.

INDUSTRIAL
Uses that process raw material or that manufacture, repair, or store products.

LAND USE APPLICATION
A form on which a person requests a land use action.

LAND USE ACTION
A final decision or determination made by a decision​-making body affecting land use.

LEGISLATIVE
Decisions that create general rules or policies.

MANUFACTURED HOME
Housing built partly or entirely in a factory rather than at the site where it is to be placed. (The term includes mobile homes.)

MITIGATION
The act of alleviating, abating or lessening some problem or affliction.

MOBILE HOME
See manufactured home.

NUISANCE
That which substantially interferes with the enjoyment and use of one's land.

OFF-STREET PARKING
A designated area on private property for the parking of motor vehicles.

OPEN SPACE
Land that is undeveloped and that can be expected to remain so indefinitely.

OREGON REVISED STATUTES
The laws passed by the Oregon Legislature (also referred to as "ORS and "statutes').

OUTRIGHT USE
A use that is permitted by a zoning ordinance without special permits or condition, but often with some type of review by a planning official.

PARTITION
To divide a unit of land into two or three parcels.

PLANNING COMMISSION
A group of lay persons appointed by the governing body of a city or county to advise it in matters pertaining to land use and comprehensive planning.

PLANNING OFFICIAL
The person designated by a city or county to be responsible for administering the comprehensive plan and zoning ordinance.

PLOT PLAN
A map showing the land and buildings involved in an application for a development permit.

PRE-HEARING CONTACT
Contact between a decision-maker and an applicant or citizen on a matter that is going to be heard by the decision-making body.

PROPERTY OWNER
The person who holds title to a piece of property.

PUBLIC NOTICE

Information about a land use decision or about a hearing to be held regarding such a decision. Such notice is either published in a newspaper1 mailed to property owners of adjacent property, or both.

QUASI-JUDICIAL
The application of zoning ordinance provisions to specific properties.

RESIDENTIAL
Structures intended for or used as living quarters for human beings. (Single-family dwellings, apartments, and manufactured homes, for example.)

RIPARIAN HABITAT 
The vegetative area adjoining a river or other body of water.

SETBACK
The placement of a building a specified distance away from a road, property line, or other structure.

SIGN ORDINANCE
An ordinance that regulates the size, shape, color, and elimination of signs.

STRUCTURAL PLAN
A plan describing how a building will be constructed.

SUBDIVISION
The act of dividing land into four or more lots for future sale and development.

SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE


An ordinance specifying the standards to be used in developing sewers, streets, water lines and other structures, and establishing procedures for approving development actions.

SUBSURFACE FACILITIES
Those facilities installed beneath the earth's surface, such as septic tanks and electrical, sewer, and water lines.

VARIANCE
A decision to lessen or otherwise modify the requirements of land use ordinance as they  apply to a particular piece of property.

ZONE TEXT CHANGE
To change the text of the zoning ordinance (as opposed to amending the zoning map).

ZONING ORDINANCE
A set of land use regulations to create districts within which the type, location, density, bulk, height, and lot coverage of land use are controlled.
