Summary

Fast Spreading Ridges


Where lithosphere is relatively thin and uniform along axis, it appears as though surface geologic features inherit their characteristics of scale directly from melt transport phenomena originating in the mantle.

Results from fast-spreading ridges give us an indication of how mantle-level magma transport processes are organized prior to interaction with a thermally controlled lid (loosely, the lithosphere).
