Summary

Where lithosphere is relatively thick and variable, it appears as though surface geologic features inherit their characteristics from processes related to lithosphere formation.  These processes may give rise to focussing and defocusing of melt transport.

In this setting it may be more difficult to relate directly surficial geology to mantle processes
