I. 1560, Protestant Huguenot communities transforming France’s geography and upsetting the Catholic community in the process ( many religious wars between 1562-1598

a. Martin Luther’s Protestant Reformation divided France more than any other European country, large divide between Catholics and Calivinists (Huguenots) 

b. Huguenots gained control of the Rhone valley and the Cevennes in the southeast through Bearn, the Bordelais and Poitou into Normandy in the northwest ( basis of Protestant geography of France into the 20th century

II. Henri of Navarre/ Henri IV (1589-1610) ( Edict of Nantes in 1598 which introduced religious toleration

III. Henri IV assassinated in 1610, Louis XIII (1610-43) take the throne until his son Louis XIV gains full power in 1661 (part of Bourbon family)

IV. 17th Century, growth of French ministerial government

a. Cardinal Minister Richelieu (1585-1642)  controlled council from 1624-42

b. his successor, Cardinal Minister Mazarin (1602-61), controlled council from 1642-61 

c. Louis XIV great finance minister Jean-Baptiste Colbert (1619-83)
