Textbooks: Kaleidoskop: Lehrbuch (sixth edition, 2002). The bookstore offers a package
that contains the materials needed for this class: Lehrbuch, Ubungsbuch, Audio CD Program, and Answer Key.

Goals: German 201 builds on what you learned during your first year in college or first two years in high school. This
class expands your active vocabulary, improves your oral communication and is geared specifically toward developing
your reading and writing skills. You will also gain a better understanding of history, politics and contemporary life and
culture in German-speaking countries.

Exams: Three exams will be given on the days specified in the syllabus. The exams cover both the reading and
grammar covered up to the date of the test. No make-ups will be given. Only under extreme circumstances will a
student be permitted to take the test prior to the date indicated on the syllabus. Unless you can justify your unforeseen
absence, failure to show up for the test will result in a failing grade. Final Exam: Tuesday, Dec. 7™ 18:00-20:00.

Homework: Classroom activities are based on homework assignments. You are responsible for completing daily
homework by the beginning of each class period. Homework is pre-assigned on the attached syllabus. All homework
must be completed in its entirety and corrected with a second color to receive credit. You are required to write out
all the activities and respond to reading comprehension questions in complete sentences. Indicate at the top of the page
with a v* that you have corrected your homework. The answer key for activities from Kaleidoskop can be purchased at
the UO Bookstore. Late homework will not be accepted! Additional homework not listed on the syllabus may be
assigned. If you miss a class, please contact a fellow student or your instructor to get the entire homework assignment.
Please note: You will have to spend at least one hour on the homework per night.

Ubungsbuch: The Ubungsbuch comes with your course packet and is a combination workbook and lab manual. The
two sections of this book that we use are Ubungen zur Grammatik and Ubungen zum Hérverstindnis. The Audio
Program that accompanies the listening comprehension section can be found on the CDs contained in the course packet
or on the Yamada website. Please Note: Assignments from this book are mandatory and are always due the day of
chapter exams. You should plan to work on the activities from this book at least one to two hours per week.

Participation: Classroom discussions are based on the reading assignments. Participation in these discussions is
essential if you want to achieve a respectable level of proficiency. All classroom activities will be conducted in German
and you should make a concerted effort to speak only in German. Attendance is mandatory. You will be allowed four
absences with no questions asked. After four, five percentage points will be deducted from your final grade for each
additional absence. Absences will only be excused for documented illnesses.

Essays: Essays are due on the days specified in the syllabus. Essays must be at least 125 words and typed (Times
New Roman / 12 point / double-spaced). The number of words should be clearly documented at the top of the essay.
Essays will be evaluated based on accuracy of grammar and vocabulary, content and complexity. You will be given an
opportunity to improve your grade by revising the essay. Due dates for the revisions are listed on the syllabus. Your
revision can raise your score up to half a letter grade depending on the quality. No late essays will be accepted!

They are to be creative,
fun, and above all entertaining for your fellow classmates. Details will be provided in class.
